(Flooding is defined as the inundation of a portion of the 
living space or basement covered by the Lease Agreement that was caused by an 
increased water level in an established water source such as a river, stream, or 
drainage ditch, or as a ponding of water at or near the point where heavy or excessive 
rain fell.)
